Police Pursuits are still subject to a mandatory administrative review.  Each pursuit is reviewed, 

and the review is documented. If during the review, it is determined that the pursuit was in 

violation of a department policy, an internal investigation will be initiated. If there was no 

violation, then no internal investigation is opened.  In the past all pursuits were documented 

in our internal affairs system and included in this review.  All pursuits for 2019 are not 

included in this report.
