§ 602 SCHEDULE OF DISTRICT REGULATIONS - USES AND DISTRICTS.

(A) The following uses are permitted only in the zoning district marked with a "Y". Uses permitted in the zoning district as a special use
under the provisions of uses requiring a variance or special use permit or Article 9 are marked with an "S". Where the letter "N" appears, the
use is prohibited.

(B) Any use which is not specifically included in the use provisions herein is prohibited everywhere in the Town of Middletown, unless the
Zoning Officer makes an interpretation that such use is included in any of the sub-classifications set forth herein. Uses not specified in this
chapter may be permitted only if the Zoning Officer makes an interpretation that they are included in a use sub-classification permitted in the
zoning district and if such use would be consistent with the purposes and intent of this chapter.
